
Option 1: Write a newspaper report on the spreading of the Black Death 

Success criteria: Key facts,  interesting information, key areas and what actually was the Black Death– talk about the 

symptoms, how long it took people to die and any cures they used.

Option 2:  Create a Feudal drawing including the relevant information 

Success criteria:  Detailed drawing with pictures showing the people they represent, how they served each group and 

what they got in return.  

Option 3: Research about witchcraft and what they used to do to witches when they were accused. 

Success criteria: Write a fact file about Witchcraft in the Medieval times including any famous witches, what were they 

accused of, any punishments and any famous ‘witch-finders’  

Option 4: Create a booklet about crime and punishment in the Medieval times. 

Success criteria:  Create a booklet including crimes in the Medieval times, any punishments that happened and explain in 

depth. Also include any famous criminals from that time.  



Option 5 

Create a paper shield that might have been used in the Crusades. 

Success Criteria: Collect a template from your teacher, research the Crusades and the type of shields they had. Create 

your own paper shield using the research as guidance.   

Option 6: Write a biography of Richard the Lionheart  

Success Criteria:  Include key facts such as when Richard was born, when he became King, names of his wives and what 

happened to them, any war he got involved with, heirs to the throne and when he died.  

Option 7: Create a fact file about Henry VIII  

Success Criteria:  Include key facts such as when Henry was born, when he became King, names of his wives and what 

happened to them, any war he got involved with, heirs to the throne and when he died.  

Option 8: Design a poster with the differences between Protestant and Catholic Churches on.  

Success Criteria: Clear, detailed poster with key information about the Catholic Church and the Protestant Church on. 

Key differences between them and the poster must be colourful.
